Tree Maintenance Agreement
1. To insure your new tree’s survival, your “Treegator” should be filled with water at least once
a week for the first two years during the growing season.
Mulch should not be piled up against the tree trunk. Keep grass and weeds out of mulch.
Do not cultivate or otherwise disturb soil under the tree (do not plant under trees.)
Keep lawn mowers and string trimmers away from tree to avoid wounding trunk.
Fertilize only with slow release formulas, if at all.
Do not use herbicides that may leach into the soil around the tree
Inspect the tree often to detect problems early. Report problems to Urban Forestry.
