Phase | Assessment: Prepara-
tion of site and area industrial
and commercial history

Phase Il Assessment: Testing of
site for contaminants and analy-
sis of same.

Specialized Environmental
Studies: Wetlands delineation
and similar activities.

Brownfields Definition

CERCLA Law defines Brownfields as “real
property, the expansion, redevelopment,
or reuse of which may be complicated by
the presence or potential presence of a
hazardous substance, pollutant, or con-
taminant.” Under these grants, the defini-
tion has been extended to include residen-
tial sites under some conditions.

Site Ownership

Properties may be owned either by a pri-
vate or a governmental entity with the
common goal of promoting the redevel-
opment of vacant or underutilized proper-
ties.

Eligible Sites

Commercial and industrial properties lo-
cated within the City’s three Enterprise
Zones, as well as designated Richmond
Redevelopment Housing Authority Pro-
ject Areas may be eligible.

Eligible Activities

The funds are intended for Phase |, Phase
I, and specialized site assessments as
needed in order to prepare the way for
redevelopment of vacant or underutilized
sites in the City.
